itertainment in North Shields

Tha Victarian era cpanad with ana
permanant theatre in Maorth Shialds

al the corner of Howard Streat and
Unlon Street. Established in the 18th
cantury, the Theatre Royal was run by
the Cawdeall, Baverley and Roxby
famibias

Ire addition thess wara itinarant
entertainers. Thorme's Theatra, A
tamporany butlding, was at ong tima
eracted on Saville Street,

Billy Purvis, clown, Hlesicnist and
rope dancer, playved on The Maw
Ciuay, The town was visited by such
once famous shows as Wombwaells
Menagarie and Manley's Circus, The
latter had a wooden building of
Borough Road




Internationally famous peformears
ranged from Ira Aldricge "Tha African
Raosicius®, thraugh the Christy
Minstrals, to Gan. Tem Thumb. Local
acts Included Mrs Clarke of Percy
Main “The Morthumbrian Giantess”,
and Wandering Willie, a frained dog.
Even after death the latter was
axhibited, stuffad.

In tha 1870s a number of music halls
opanad. The George Tavern on King
Str=at had lomg offerad
antertainmeants. Aftar a brief parod
as a Temperance hall, t became tha
Alaxandar Music Hall, later known as
Siddall’s, or the Princess Theatre of
Varieties. The Star was the old Star &
Garter pub on Clive Street. Mr
Chishalm, of the Morthumberand
Theatre of Vanaties and Opera Housa
on Borough Road, had ambitions.

I 187G the old theatre was sold, and
Mr Chishalm began construction of a
nesy Thaatra Reyal on Prudhoe
Street. Betwean 1895 and 1904 it
was under the management of Arthur
Jofferzon, father of Stan Laural. it
staged anything from high drama to
musical comady. Tha grisly local tale
of Fifty Fafty was often performed as
a pantomime,

The Royal Assembly Rooms openad
an the Union Streat sita in 1878, I,
and the Alblon Assembly Rooms,
establishad on Morfolk Street in 1853,
were hired to a wide range of touring
and local entertainars.

The Albian was a regular vanus for
Poole’s dioramas — vast winding
backdrops, often ilusirating exotic
journays, It ran a film of Cuean
Victoria’s funeral in 1201,

Many local pubs had club rocms,
whara after dinner performancas by
meambers and semi-professionals
were 3 regular feature. Some groups,
frisndly societias in parlicular, went
on to open thelr own halls, with
concert reoms. The Oddfellaws Hall
on Saville Street West opened In
1865: it became the Cantral Palace of
Varleties in 1829,

Churches providad a considerable
propartion of the town's
entertainment, in the form of lectures
and music. Tha Primitive Methodist
Swiss Chindr, based in
Saville Sirasl, was a
favourite in the 18908,
Thomas Haswell,
crganist at Christ
Church, composed
such works as
