As part of its commitment to supporting the town centres North Tyneside Council, in partnership
with the Complete Growth horticultural project and the local Chambers of Trade are pleased
to offer you hanging baskets and floral tubs replants at subsidised prices for the 2010 season.
I’m pleased to say that we’ve been able to hold the prices of the hanging baskets at the 2007
level for another year and we have managed to reduce the annual charge for replanting floral
tubs.

We’re confident that with your help we can ensure that our town centres look their best this
year - to take part in the scheme simply  fill in the order form overleaf and return it to the
appropriate address.

Your baskets and will be delivered fully planted up at the beginning of the summer; we aim to
have all deliveries out by the middle of June. All that we ask you to do is to provide any necessary
brackets for the hanging baskets and then simply water and maintain the baskets and tubs
whilst you have them. Please ensure that any necessary brackets are in place and secure in
time for your baskets to be delivered as we reserve the right to levy a charge if we have to
make a return trip because brackets are not in place.

We are not able to offer new tubs this year due to changes which have taken place at Complete
Growth but if you already have tubs provided under this scheme please use the order form to
order replants. If you wish to provide your own planting for existing tubs or if you have a tub
that you no longer require, please let John Fleet know on 0191 643 6419. To avoid unsigthly
clutter on the streets we will be removing unwanted tubs once the order deadline has passed.

By taking part in the scheme, you’ll not only be helping to make the town centres bloom, but
you’ll also be supporting the Complete Growth project in Howdon, which provides training and
employment for people with a variety of learning disabilities.
